Forward Thinking: The Chrysler Story  – an exhibition on the Museum’s main and upper levels showcasing the 
ingenuity that still springs from Walter P. Chrysler’s original vision. Dozens of vehicles, interactive displays and 
exhibits chronologically illustrate the company’s evolution, including the introduction of Chrysler’s first vehicle in 
1924, development of the first HEMI® engine, decades of vehicle styling excellence, the electronic age of transistors, 
Mopar® Muscle, turbine technology, the family transportation revolution and leadership in safety and fuel economy.

The Museum’s lower level Boss Chrysler’s Garage exhibits an eclectic array of more than 30 historic vehicles, 
including performance and race cars as well as trucks and Jeep® vehicles.

Throughout the Museum, oversized banners featuring dynamic imagery, vintage advertising and synopses of 
automotive eras showcase Chrysler’s earliest offerings through more recent models. Graphics also highlight 
corporate milestones and world, economic and social events that place Chrysler’s evolution in historical context.
