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Walter P. Chrysler Museum  
 
  
Background: Opened October 5, 1999, the Walter P. Chrysler Museum is the only full-
fledged museum maintained by an active North American auto manufacturer. The 
Museum documents the cars, the people, the processes and the contributions made by 
Chrysler and its forebears to the development of the automobile.  
 
Features: The three-story, 55,000 square foot Museum features more than 65 antique, 
custom and concept vehicles that celebrate DaimlerChrysler’s proud American heritage.  
Vehicles are interspersed with interactive displays and exhibits to tell the story of the 
evolution of the company Walter P. Chrysler founded, and its contributions to automotive 
design and innovation, as well as the automobile’s impact on American culture.  The 
Museum also includes a 125-seat theater featuring three continuously running movies 
and an automotive theme gift shop. 
 
Location: The Walter P. Chrysler Museum is located at the corner of Featherstone and 
Squirrel Roads, on the grounds of DaimlerChrysler’s Auburn Hills, Mich. complex, north of 
Detroit. 
 
Directions: From north- or southbound I-75, take exit 78 (Chrysler Drive) and follow the 
Museum signs. Parking is free. 
 
Hours: The Walter P. Chrysler Museum is open 10 a.m. – 6 p.m. Tuesday – Saturday and 
noon – 6 p.m. Sunday. The Museum is closed Monday and New Year’s Day, Easter 
Sunday, July 4, Thanksgiving Day and the day prior and December 24, 25 and 31. 
 
Admission: $6 general admission, $3 children (6 - 12) and seniors (62 and older) 
• No charge for DaimlerChrysler employees, retirees and museum members 
• Groups of 15 people or more (with advance registration) are $3 per person 
• School groups (high school age and younger) are $2 per person
